WHEREAS, Title 60, Oklahoma Statutes, Section 121 has recently been amended to
require that any deed recorded in the Office of a County Clerk must include an affidavit by the

grantee, attesting that the grantee has obtained the land in compliance with that section; and

WHEREAS, the administrative powers of the City of Tulsa are vested in and exercised by

the Mayor (Tulsa City Charter Article lll, Section 1.1); and

WHEREAS, the Mayor is authorized to transfer and assign functions and duties to

City departments by executive order (/bid., Section 1.6).

NOW, THEREFORE, I, G.T. Bynum, Mayor of the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma do hereby

order:

Whenever the City of Tulsa is a grantee under any deed, the affidavit required
by Title 60, Oklahoma Statues, Section 121 (above), may be executed by the

Mayor or by the Director of any City Department, or their designee.

This Executive Order shall be effective immediately and shall continue in full force and

effect until rescinded.
